General Information
The trail has two alternative routes,

=

The first route stretches 5000 m long with
an approximate walking time of 2
hours and the degree of difficulty set
at 2. It starts from a rather central point
of the village with an uphill turn towards
the “Selea” hill and feads west to the
viewpoint A. It continues downhill in
the Adelphi Forest and leads at the Ayios
Georgios Chapel. A village road can be
used to return to the starting point.

The second route is shorter, 2500 m
fong with an approximate walking time
of 1 hour, It starts from the same point
as the first route and feading north from
the viewpoint 4, leads to Angoulos area,
at H point, leading back to starting point.

The trail offers some great scenery
views towards neighbouring villages and
cities. When looking from the north to
the east views of the Morfou bay, Agia
Marina Xyliatou, Peristerona, Zodia,
Astromeritis, Akaki, Paliometoho,
Kokkinotrimithia, Mitsero, Agrokipia,
Malounta, Kalo Horio Klirou, Klirou and
Nicosia Suburbs are discernable, The
Pentadakiylos Mountain range also
debouches at the end of the horizon.

“Hamadryades”

The trail is named “Hamadryades”.
According to the Greek mythology, the
Hamadryades, whose naming means
“being a tree and a woman at the
same time”, the pines, the firs and the
oaks would start to grow upon the
beginning of a Forest Nymph's life.
They were strong trees and they would
live for many years, while it was
prohibited for mortals to touch them
with an axe. Anyone who cut a tree
would be punished as their nymph
would have to move to another tree
when this died.

They were spirits of fresh water and
they would be found in rivers, at
springs and in the mountains from
which the rivers sprang. They would
always accompany the water, thus
emphasizing the importance of life.
Without it there would be no
vegetation or fertility. So, through the
vivifying power of watet, the Nymphs
spread in the mountains and the
forests and they merged with the
vegetation.

In reality, the Hamadryades were
nothing else than the human form of
the rustling of the free leaves and the
sounds of the waters, more
partictiarly in the mountains, in
streams, caves, springs and ravines,
which disturb the peace and quiet of
nature.

The Fiora and Fauna of the area
The trail stretches along an area well
known for its biodiversity. Fauna, flora
and the water in the arca are
harmonically complimenting each other
to a complete ecosystem.

The greenery along the trail consists of a
forest of Pine Trees (Pinus Brutia)
complemented by the Xystarka (Cistus
salvifolius} and Mazin (Sacropoterium
Spinosum).

An endemic species of vegetation is also
found at the mountain tops of the area
called Latzia (Quercus alnifolia) which
presence in the area is quite noticeable.

Some of the fauna species commonly
found in the area from the category of
mammals is the Hedgehog
(Hemiechinus auritus dorotheae), the
hare (Lepus europasus cyprius) and the
fox (Vulpes vulpes indutus) while from
the category of birds is the Cyprus
wheatear (Oenanthe cypriaca), the
Partridge (Alectoris chukar) and the
Wood Pigeon (Columba palumbus).
